New in OneWeb 7.2 (build 5799)

The focus for the release of OneWeb 7.2 was to enhance the functionality of the Forms Builder
component within OneWeb CMS. As well, normal updates of third-party components were also done, in
order to maintain compatibility with the newest browsers and frameworks used on the web.

New browser support

OneWeb CMS now allows you to edit and manage your site using the Microsoft Edge browser, released
with Windows 10, and now also supports the release version of Windows 10 OS. As well, OneWeb
CMS continues to support the latest versions of the Mozilla Firefox, Google Chrome and Apple Safari
browsers.

Forms Builder Enhancements
New Field Types - File Upload and Rich Text

OneWeb CMS 7.2 has introduced 2 new advanced field types for use within OneWeb forms: File Upload
and Rich Text.

The file upload field provides the administrator with the ability to add 1 or more file uploads as part of a
form. Each field provides asynchronous uploads (ie, uploads files without fully submitting a page) that
can be uploaded simultaneously, speeding up the form submission. Different file-type validation criteria
can be used for each field; ie, allowing either documents or images, or specific file types such as *.pdf,
within the settings of the field. A default file type can be specified through website configuration. Also,
specific file types such as exe or html files can be black-listed in configuration to prevent them from ever
being uploaded.

By default, files that are uploaded to the system are stored within a subfolder of the normal media upload
folder on the site, but this can be changed using a global or field-specific configuration setting to specify
a more restricted file location (which can prevent direct web access to the uploaded files). The uploaded
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files can be accessed by administrators from the properties screen of a form submission if they have
been stored within the default location, or they can downloaded as part of the submission export from
the submission report screen. The uploaded files will not be included in the administrator notification or
auto-response emails, due to the risk of sending publicly uploaded files to unsuspecting users, but the
filenames can be included.

Uploaded files are deleted when corresponding submissions are deleted. This includes when deleting a
single submission, or deleting multiple submissions on the List Submissions screen, by deleting a form
itself, or by deleting the site the submissions were made on.

The rich-text field provides the capability for users to submit formatted text within a submission. Adding
this field to a form embeds the content editor within the field. The configuration of the editor’s toolbar
can be controlled through a “.skin’ file within the App_Themes folder, which allows individual sites to
customize the appearance and functionality of the editor within forms on the site. Similar to the
paragraph field, the rich-text field cannot be used on the submission report screen due to its length.

Enhancements to Existing Field Types

The multiple choice and checkbox list field types have been enhanced to support an ‘Other’ write-in
option. Through a checkbox setting on the field, and additional checkbox or radiobutton labelled ‘Other’
will be added to the list of options, and a text field will be provided for the user to enter a custom value.
This value will be displayed in the list of selected options within the submission reports.

The dropdown field has been enhanced to support the case where it is desirable to have none of the
current values pre-selected. If the administrator deselects the default option for a dropdown list field, a
“Select” value will be added as the first value in the dropdown. If this field is required, the form will not
allow a user to submit the field without selecting another option first.

The textbox field has an additional validation option now. The ‘Validation expression’field can be used
to define a regular expression (regex) to enforce specific entry format for text within the field. Itis
recommended that administrators also enter specific instructions for the user in the ‘Format label’ and
‘Instructions’ field to help the user with entering the correct format.

The hidden field can be used to submit dynamic values within the form submission, identical to the
dynamic values allowed for Include settings. Using these dynamic properties within the hidden field will
allow administrators to capture additional information about the current page or site, browser used, date
or time of the request, the member or administrator logged on, and so on. This can allow you to further
categorize or filter exported submissions.

General Enhancements to all Fields
The settings panel for each field type has been rearranged to make it simpler and more usable. Lesser

used settings are initially hidden from view in a ‘More settings..." expandable area below the common
settings.
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A new text setting for custom 'CSS Classes’ has been added to each field in the settings panel. Entering
custom classes in this field provides site integrators with the ability to specifically style individual form
fields separately from any other field. As well, the field id is displayed within this section so that
integrators can use this value to retrieve the field and its value through client-side javascript.

Additional Notification Options

The notification email to the administrator can now be customized similar to the auto-response email that
goes to the submitter of the form. The current standard email with all fields included is still supported,
but in addition the administrator can fill out the text Subject and rich-text Body fields. The same form
fields available to the auto-response email are also available in the notification field. An xml template can
also be used to provide additional customizability of the notification email. Due to the additional fields
required for this functionality, the Submission notification fields have been moved to their own tab.

Along with the additional options in the submission notification, the emails can include the Received
page address and Received date automatic fields stored with every form submission. The date will be
formatted in the site's time zone with the long date and time formats.

Enhanced Submission List Screen

The Submission List screen (/ow/ListSubmissions.aspx) has been enhanced with additional functionality.
Exporting of records is now tracked so that administrators can filter based on whether a submission has
been extracted before. As well, multiple submissions can be deleted at a time based on the current filter
criteria used to generate the list of submissions. In particular, it becomes easy to delete only those
submissions which have been previously deleted. Additionally, submissions can be exported individually
instead of all at once.

New Form API Methods

OneWeb CMS now provides both a client-side javascript api for accessing form fields and their values,
and a server-side event api during form initialization and submission.

The client-side Javascript AP, located within the OneWeb.Forms namespace, can be used to retrieve
and customize the form fields from javascript loaded on the client browser. Each form field also raises a
javascript event when the value changes, and forms themselves raise events after they are initialized and
after they are submitted and validated. These events can be used to customize the processing of
OneWeb forms within the user’s browser before they are submitted to the web server. The
recommended approach for attaching javascript and css files to a page with a form on it is to use a page
Include for that page; however, it is also acceptable to simply reference the files within the page
template html code.

The server-side API provides events during the initialization and submission phases of the form life cycle.
Handling these events allows developers to add additional properties or html to the form fields, or to
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perform additional processing during a form submission. Submissions can be rejected during the
FormSubmitting event using custom logic in the handler, or they can be further processed or stored in
additional locations during the FormSubmitted event handler. The recommended way to handle these
events is by using an Include to run during the processing of the page that the form is on.

Third-party Component Updates

The Telerik components (comprising the content editor and many of the interface elements in the media
manager) have been updated to version 2015 Q2 SP2. This version requires that the
Telerik.Web.Ul.Skins.dll file containing all of the styles and images be included as a separate component.

The 51Degrees browser detection library has been updated to version 3.2.4.4. The data file for the
component has been removed from the dll file and placed within a separate dat file within the App_Data
folder. This reduces the load size of the component, while continuing to provide data for nearly all mobile
devices.

** New App_Themes Subfolder

A new folder has been added to App_Themes to allow configuration of the rich-text editor and other
components used in front-end forms (as opposed to being used in OneWeb CMS administration). The
“Site"” folder contains a set of .skin files and a stylesheet for these elements, in case the front-end
design requires configuration changes to the form elements. Similar to the /site folder containing custom
site resources, this folder will not be updated as part of normal OneWeb CMS update deployments,
allowing customization of the elements without worrying about them being overwritten later.

Note that this is a requirement for the update. If the subfolder is not copied from the installation package
to the website OneWeb will throw an error as it looks for it.

Backwards-compatible with previous OneWeb CMS 7 Releases

Continuing the standard for backwards compatibility within a major version, OneWeb CMS 7.2 is fully
backwards compatible with previous page templates, styles, and scripts in sites designed for OneWeb
CMS 7.0 and 7.1. Applications previously developed for OneWeb CMS 7.0 (and earlier) are fully
compatible with OneWeb CMS 7.2.

Improved browser support

OneWeb CMS will now allow you to edit and manage your site using Internet Explorer 7/8/9/10/11,
including IE compatibility mode (which emulates IE 7), on the Microsoft Windows platform, and Firefox
3+, Safari 4+, and Chrome 10+ on both Windows and Mac OSX. Note that the IE 7 experience (as well
as |[E compatibility mode) may be downgraded slightly compared to modern browsers. Windows 10
Preview has been tested with both IE 11 and the Spartan browser, but due to the pre-release nature
cannot be supported at this time.

Expanded server support

Support has been added for the latest Microsoft server platform: Windows Server 2012 & 2012 R2 with
I1S 8/8.5, and SQL Server 2012/2012 R2. This brings support of Server Name Invocation for SSL host
header mapping within 1IS to OneWeb CMS (starting with 1S 8), and support of Idle Site Suspension for
faster site startups (with 1IS 8.5). As well, Windows Server 2016 Technical preview with IIS 10 has been
tested, including support of HTTP/2, but cannot be fully supported due to its pre-release status.

OneWeb CMS 7.1 has been tested on and supports up to the .NET framework 4.5.2, which includes a
number of performance and security improvements over earlier framework versions.

Enhanced Security Features

OneWeb CMS 7.1 introduces enhanced control of the use of SSL to secure page connections within
sites. SSL can now be enforced site-wide or for entire sections at a time, instead of just page-by-page.
As well, SSL can be made optional for a page or section, instead of just on or off, to support scenarios
where it is necessary to support both http and https connections to the same content. These security
